Medical Tidbit.

ARC (American Red Cross) Response to Cough CPR Inquiries:

The ARC does not endorse the "How to Survive A Heart Attack When Alone" coughing technique which
is being publicized on the Internet. Even though self-initiated CPR is possible, its use is limited to clinical
situations in which the patient has a cardiac monitor, the arrest is recognized before loss of consciousness,
and the patient can cough forcefully. To date, there is insufficient scientific research concerning the efficacy
of Cough CPR. Therefore, the ARC cannot advocate teaching the technique until it has been thoroughly
tested in national studies and found to be effective. Remember that the key signal of a heart attack victim is
chest pain that does not go away. If the pain is severe, or does not go away in 10 minutes, stay calm, reas-

sure the victim and call your local emergency number! A diamond in
the rough.
